Driven by the need to
understand those who,
without ever having
met him, would hate
him because of the

= color of his skin, Davis
dec1ded to seek out the roots of racism. His
mesmerizing story, told in gritty words and
startling photographs, is both harrowing and
awe-inspiring.

Using music to bridge the seemingly un-
crossable gulf between the Klan’s hatred and
the black man’s rage, Davis travels an unchart-
ed road filled with gripping highs and lows.
Among them bringing the Imperial Wizard to
meet a black woman upon whose lawn a cross
was burned, seeking out a self-proclaimed
White Supremacist Grand Dragon who, while
claiming not to believe in violence, issues Da-
vis a warning and predicts a race war saying,
“Your uniform will be the color of your skin,”
and being attacked by two Klanswomen but
defended in court by one Klansman. On the
one hand, spat upon, kicked and threatened,
and on the other, given a standing ovation at
a Klan rally and deeded robes and hoods by
those who decide to leave the organization
after being influenced by Davis. Determined,
Davis journeys on in his courageous quest
into the heart of ignorance and hatred, as he
believes, in a ray of hope for harmony between
the races and the future of mankind.
