 Use safe computers that your abuser can not track when researching travel plans, housing options, 
legal issues, and safety plans (National Domestic Violence Hotline, n.d.). 

 Go to a public library, shelter, internet café, or work center to use a safe computer. 
 Consider using a pay-as-you-go phone as phones can be tracked many ways like GPS or text 

message history. (National Domestic Violence Hotline, n.d.).  
 Be protective with your personal information on social media; posting about your school or employer 

makes it easier for someone to find you (National Domestic Violence Hotline, n.d.).
